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It is the contention of many that “engineers”
have neither the inclination nor the ability to
express themselves. This may or may not be
true. It is our hope, however, that through the
medium of photography, as well as that of the
printed word, we will be able to demonstrate
that we at Columbia are capable not only of
being productive in a strictly scientific sense,
but also that we do have a willingness to
express ideas and to show concern when it is
warranted.
